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Introduction 
 
As many children continue to be orphaned as a result of the HIV/AIDS pandemic, they 
continue to face different challenges. The YMCA in its endeavors has continued 
changing lives of the less privileged children in different communities in Chibombo 
district.  This report therefore gives highlights on the activities conducted under the 
support program. The funding for the program was made possible by the 
Nottinghamshire of YMCA. The funds were used to purchase school items for the 
children and also football kits for the youth in Chibombo which are currently being used 
for recreational activities.   
 
The YMCA has continued giving educational support to a total number of twenty one 
children in Chibombo.  Among the twenty one (21) children, six (6) are at secondary 
school while others are at primary level. The report stipulates the items that were 
bought and how the sharing of items was done and the follow ups to be made. It also 
includes the names of children that received the items and what items were given to 
each child. 
 
Items Bought 
 
School kits  
As soon as schools opened in January 2009, school kits were bought and distributed to 
the children. Some of the items bought include; School shoes, Uniforms, Pencils, 
Books, Jeysers, Socks, Mathematical sets, rulers, drinking bottles and lunch boxes.  
School fees and other school requirements were also taken care of.

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Football kits 
This year the YMCA of Nottinghamshire donated some money for the purchase of 
football kits for the youth in Chibombo. The kits are to be used for recreational activities 
at Chibombo YMCA. Some of the items bought for the recreation activities include, 2 
footballs, 13 pairs of boots, 13 pairs of socks, 2 whistlers, and 1 chess board.��
The young people have since the purchase of football kits designed activities aimed at 
their physical and mental development. The YMCA football team known as Y- Stars 
participates in football competitions with other teams in the district.

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Distribution of Items. 
 
The items were evenly distributed among the twenty one children. The office took full 
responsibility of the distribution and made sure that every child was given what was 
due to them.

Some of the older children have also been trained in peer education and they 
participate in the peer education programs together with the other young people at the 
YMCA.    
 
Follow up  
 
In ensuring that the program makes an impact on the children’s lives, The YMCA has 
continued to monitor the performance of the twenty one (21) children in schools. The 
children who are currently attending school at Liteta basic, Nachiyaba basic and 
Chibombo High schools feel motivated as the staff visits them during school time.   The 
monitoring visits by the staff are done after every two weeks.  
 
The staff provides the psycho social, physical as well as the Christian support to the 
children. This is done through the recreational activities, scripture union and peer 
counseling.  
 
Conclusion 
 
In conclusion, the support program has continued being of great value to the families 
and indeed the children as individuals. The children are performing very well in school 
and the YMCA is hopeful that this shall continue being a life changing program in 
Chibombo district.
